NASCAR Powerball 
Playoff Promotion Recap
 Twenty Nebraska Lottery players won $1,000 
in the 2025 NASCAR Powerball Playoff Promotion 
drawing on June 25 and have a chance to win up to $1 million.
 For every $2 worth of Powerball tickets players purchased between May 27 
and June 23, a voucher good for one entry into the June 25 drawing was printed.
 Now that the 20 Nebraska winners have been announced, they will be 
entered into a drawing with winners from different state lotteries to determine 
who advances to the playoffs.
 16 finalists will advance in the contest after the August 23 Coke Zero Sugar 
400 in Daytona. From there, 12 will remain after the September 12 Bass Pro 
Shops Night Race in Bristol, eight after the October 5 Bank of America ROVAL 
400 in Charlotte and down to four finalists at the October 26 NASCAR Cup Series 
Playoffs Race at Martinsville Speedway.
 Those last four players will win a trip to Phoenix to watch the NASCAR Cup 
Series Championship at Phoenix Raceway on November 2 and one will win 
$1 million.

Monopoly Retailer Promotion

Nebraska Pick 4 Starts 
September 21
 On Sunday, September 21, the Nebraska Lottery will 
launch a new Lotto game: Nebraska Pick 4. 
 Nebraska Pick 4 is a new daily Lotto game. Each play costs $1. To play Nebraska 
Pick 4, select four numbers, each from a separate set of digits 0 through 9. The 
numbers can be unique, such as 1, 2, 3, 4 or identical, such as 1, 1, 1, 1.
 Like Nebraska Pick 3, players of Nebraska Pick 4 will be able to decide what type 
of play style and prizes to play for with six different bet types:

• Straight: match all four numbers in the exact order drawn
• Box: match all four numbers drawn in any order
• Straight/Box: match all four numbers drawn in exact or any order
• Front Pair: match the first two numbers drawn in exact order
• Middle Pair: match the middle two numbers drawn in exact order
• Back Pair: match the last two numbers drawn in exact order

 Prizes in Nebraska Pick 4 range from $60 to $6,000. The odds of winning the 
$6,000 top prize are 1 in 10,000.
 Nebraska Pick 4 drawings will be held seven days a week. Winning numbers will 
 be available at the Nebraska Lottery website, nelottery.com, on the Nebraska 
Lottery mobile app, and on the Nebraska Lottery Player’s Hotline at 800-224-LUCK  
(402-471-6139 in Lincoln).
 To give players a chance to try Nebraska Pick 4 when the game launches, coupons 
for free Nebraska Pick 4 plays will randomly print with Nebraska Pick 3 ticket 
purchases between September 14 and September 20. Coupons can be redeemed 
between September 21 and October 4.

Multiple Validation 
Attempts
 Have you ever scanned a ticket only to have 
the lottery terminal report it was “Previously 
Cashed By This Retailer”? It’s a common 
scenario, and we’ll show you how to complete 
the transaction for the customer.
 Often the Previously Cashed message 
appears when a ticket is scanned multiple 
times in succession. This is because scanning 
winning tickets with prizes of $25 or less 
results in an automatic validation.
 To prevent double-scanning when 
validating tickets, wait a second or two for the 
validation message to come up after scanning 
a ticket. If you do not get a response after two 
seconds, then it is okay to scan again. 
 If you have a previously cashed ticket, your 
store has received credit for the validation, 
and you should pay the player. You can 
review the last transactions to see how 
much the ticket was validated for. Touch the 
Last Transactions button, then touch Last 
Transaction to check if the transaction was 
successfully completed and the value of the 
last validation. The last 50 transactions can 
also be accessed there if needed.

 The next day, while cleaning out the car, Jim decided to look at his winning tickets one 
more time. He pulled his stack of tickets out but something wasn’t right.
 “They weren’t there,” Jim said. “They were gone. My heart just sank.”
He jumped up and got to work retracing his steps. The last place he remembered seeing 
his tickets was at the store when he had them checked.
